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in the normal lawful course of their respective businesses

or professions, nor to common carriers or warehouses or their
employees engaged in the lawful transportation of such parapher-
nalia, nor to public officers, or employees while engaged in

the performance of their official duties, nor to persons suffering
from diabetes, asthma, or any other medical condition requiring
self-injection.

V PENALTIES

A person who violates any provision or provisions of this ordinance,
upon conviction, shall be punished with a fine not exceeding

One Hundred Dollars ($100.00). Each day of the violation shall

be considered a separate offense.

VI CONSTRUCTION AND SEVERABILITY

It is the legislative intent that all provisions and sections,
clauses and sentences of the ordinance be liberally construed
and should any provisions, section, clause, or sentence be

held unconstitutional or invalid, such holding shall not be
construed as affecting the validity of any of the remaining
provisions, sections, clauses or sentences; it being the intent
that this ordinance shall stand notwithstanding the invalidity
of any provision, section clause or sentence.

VII EFFECTIVE DATE
This ordinance shall take effect thirty (30) days after submission

to and approval by the Governor, State of Michigan and publication
thereof as required by law.
